Coordinators” page, complete it, and fax to Suzanne Summerville’s attention at
704-358-5430.
Schedule your system’s Spelling Bee (oral or written) for no later than Jan. 17, and
notify schools so they can hold school bees in a timely fashion. The Observer will
send a list of words that System Coordinators may use in system bees.

Organize and conduct your system’s bee.

- Obtain a head-and-shoulders photo (a school photo is ideal) of the
champion and send to the Observer as soon as possible (see instructions
on the System Champion Form).
Help your system champion prepare for the Regional Bee:
- Inform your champion that The Observer will email instructions, plus a
Verification Form that must be completed and returned immediately. As a
backup, System Coordinators will be copied on the email to the champion.
